RIVER MURRAY FLOW REPORT

This supersedes the previous flow report issued by the Department of Environment, Water and Natural
Resources (DEWNR) on 22 December 2017. The next report will be provided on Friday 12 January 2018.

In this report, for ease of representation, large volumes of water are expressed in gigalitres (GL), while smaller
volumes are expressed in megalitres (ML). One GL is equal to 1 000 ML.

FLOW OUTLOOK
The flow at the South Australian border is approximately 11 GL/day and will decrease to around 8.5 GL/day at
the end of next week. It comprises:

e normal January Entitlement Flow of 7 GL/day;

e less deferred water;

e plus environmental water; and

e interstate trade adjustments.

The flow over Lock 1 is approximately 7 GL/day and will remain around 7 GL/day during the coming week,
depending on weather conditions and extractions.

It is important to note that flow forecasts in this advice are based on the information available at the time of
preparation. Advice may change as new gauging information becomes available, or due to rainfall events or
changed operations upstream. The forecasts will be revised as new information becomes available.

ENVIRONMENTAL WATER
During January, approximately 55 GL of environmental water is expected to be delivered to South Australia.
This volume will vary depending on rainfall and weather conditions.

Environmental water will provide environmental and water quality benefits to the River Murray channel, Lower
Lakes and Coorong. Environmental water is being provided to achieve a range of benefits for native fish and
vegetation from:

e Hume Reservoir on the River Murray;

e Goulburn, Campaspe and Lower Broken Rivers in Victoria; and
e Hattah Lakes Ramsar site in Victoria.

Environmental water delivered to achieve ecological outcomes upstream is continuing to provide continuous
flows to the Coorong, which is important for a range of fish species such as black bream and greenback
flounder.

DEWNR is continuing discussions regarding environmental water to be delivered during 2018.

MURRAY MOUTH

Dredging operations at the Murray Mouth commenced on 9 January 2015 to maintain connectivity (exchange
of water) between the Coorong and the Southern Ocean. At 17 December 2017, a total of approximately

2 523 670 cubic metres of sand had been removed by dredging operations.

Dredging operations paused for the Christmas New-Year period (21 December 2017 to 2 January 2018).
Dredging recommenced 2 January 2018, with one dredge initially being reinstated. The second dredge is
scheduled to recommence 15 January 2018.

There are a number of shallow zones in and adjacent to the Murray Mouth. Mariners should follow all
directions in the area and reduce speed. Boats equipped with echo sounders should check depths regularly and
avoid travelling at low tide. Mariners are reminded that navigation through the Murray Mouth is only permitted
during daylight hours.

BARRAGE OPERATIONS AND WATER LEVELS IN THE LOWER LAKES

The water level in Lake Alexandrina is approximately 0.79 m AHD and Lake Albert is approximately 0.77 m AHD.
The difference in water levels is due to wind effects. When possible, water levels are being managed to achieve
a target water level of between 0.7 m AHD and 0.8 m AHD during January 2018.

During the week ending 2 January 2018 total barrage releases were approximately 26 GL. During adverse
weather conditions SA Water will operate the barrages to minimise the risk of seawater entering Lake
Alexandrina, therefore minimising any negative salinity impacts from reverse flow events.

All fishways are operational and providing fish passage between Lake Alexandrina and the Coorong.

Water levels and barrage operations are monitored closely by the South Australian Government, the Murray-
Darling Basin Authority and the Commonwealth Environmental Water Office.

WEIR POOL OPERATIONS
The Lock 1 weir pool is approximately 0.1 m below the normal pool level of 3.2 m AHD to enable engineering
works to be undertaken at the weir.

While there are no plans in place to raise or lower weir pool levels outside of their normal operating range
during the coming months, planning and investigations for potential future weir pool manipulations, including
weir pool lowering, are continuing.

NAVIGATION ISSUES

Sandbars in the vicinity of the Murray Mouth may cause navigation hazards. Mariners are advised to navigate
with caution when operating in the area. Sandbars are also present along sections of the River Murray
downstream of Locks 7 and 8 and in South Australia. All Mariners should be aware of the risk of submerged
navigation hazards, and should regularly check river depth.
